Cultures of Peace


"Cultures of Peace" is a series that seeks to know and understand the different ways in pursuit of peace through history, culture and religion of different people, inviting viewers on a critical reflection on the subject.

Synopsis: Traveling the world, the host Marcelo Yuka visit different cultures of peace. In each episode, the show presents history, culture, religion, laws and the behaviour of a new place in order to spread an idea as widely as possible of how and why the search for peace takes so many shapes and connotations.
The episode culminates in two interviews in which the host talks to an important icon of the local quest for peace, as well as an official representative of important position to bring out both sides of the discussion. What prevails imposed by force, which one seems more effective in the eyes of the people. What is the relevance of this culture of peace in the life of the local people.


Structure of the show:

First part: The show starts with small excerpts of the meeting in which the production team discusses and defines the route of travel, as well as the interview with the director and Marcelo Yuka. Marcelo then finishes packing his bags and leaves in his adapted car (merchandising) with the help of his nurse. Arriving at the airport, Yuka meets the director and his crew. The check in is done and all board the plane in, talking about their expectations about what they will find. Arriving at the airport of destination and on the way to the hotel, they already start to get the first impressions of laws and habits, regarding customs procedure and dealing with citizens, local people and airport officials. These impressions are developed on the path to the destination from what you see in the conduct and dialogue with the driver.

Second part: together with his staff and nurse - all part of the show - Marcelo visit museums, historic and religious sites, having the opportunity to talk to people so we can find from a free perspective what is this conflict about. The show will gradually be immersed in the culture of the city in an informal way,through its arts, night life (music), cooking and hospitality.

Third part: Briefed by the same purpose of deepening our knowledge with due critical distance, the third part of the show begins with Marcelo meeting a member of the government or local authority representing the official position regarding the ongoing conflict for an interview. The interview is intercut with scenes that develops a dialogue with the arguments and points of view expressed. On his way to the second interview, we hear some comments from Marcelo on his impressions of the first interview. The last stop of the episode takes place in the second interview where Marcelo now meets the leading exponent of the culture of peace that we searched throughout the show. The interview is developed based on impressions acquired during the trip so we can have a deeper understanding of how and why this culture of peace was built in the way we find today. The episode ends with Marcelo’s  voice talking about the trip as the team makes its way back to the Rio de Janeiro.
