Weekly episodes of a TV show, 26 minutes length each

DISTURBANCE 
"Disturbance" is a critical, compelling TV show. Innovative in both terms of content and language. Combining interviews, counter-journalism, music news and interactivity, the host, Marcelo Yuka brings a new perspective to address themes and issues often ignored or neglected by the so-called "mainstream media", besides its great urgency and popular interest. 
Synopsis: From a meeting at the host’s house with his team and a Discussion Group formed by (Silvio Tendler, Omar Solomon, Marcelo Freixo, Heloisa Buarque de Holanda, Franklin Martins), the issues to be addressed in each episode are developed. From this issue and its links, then every other subjects of the show are determined. The choice of the next interviewed, the selection of a band in tune with the subject matter that touches the end of each part of the show and most important, a field report made by a compact young team, ready to move, with or without the host to the location of the report. 
When scoring the opening program at the home of Marcelo Yuka informal meeting with one governed by freedom of opinion, the show is based on a premise of transformation and subversion of different aspects of our daily reality, in order to discuss them, question them, deepen them and give opinions of alternative solutions. 
Structure of the show: 
Opening spot in tune with the show concept. 
Part 1:Headlining and introducing the episodes, small excerpts of the meeting  are displayed to show the dynamics that led the definition of the topic, then hosted by Marcelo Yuka. On the recording studio, the host speaks a little about the subject and who will be interviewed, showing a picture of it. We can see this person getting a hood and captured in a car, as in a kidnap. Then we see the "kidnapped" to be placed in an elevator with a pantograph door, going down to a presumed underground. Again in the studio, the "kidnapped" has his hood removed, starting the interview. As they talk , the show will have several forms of completion. Reviews of internet users (videos, posts, comments, twitter, and even international guests via Skype) are frequent interferences throughout the show. Marcelo comments and interacts with these external contributions, announcing the field report on the next part and shows the indie band of the week, starting with the first song of the night. Simultaneously, in the corner, a small window with immersive glass (audiovisual innovation that puts the viewer in the center of the scene providing a new experience of audio-visual interaction) being manipulated by the operator-racker, Yuka’s assistant, present at the bottom of the back scene. 
Part 2: With the interviewed on the studio, Yuka presents the field report on the screen of the aquarium. The story begins in the driveway and starts the footage. Regardless of the theme, the story always comes to an extreme case. It seeks, without any hypocrisy, to build a coherent argument, to present an extreme case that can illustrate the theme of the episode. Intercut with the story, or right after, Marcelo Yuka and the interviewed discuss the matter, seeking a constructive solution. At the end of the story, Yuka says that the conversation continues in the third part and asks the band to perform the second song. 
Part 3: The interview continues until the first external interference of a spectator who appears on a monitor to give his opinion or ask any questions. Yuka and the interviewed reply the questions and the show continues to receive feeds via text messages (mobile), chats, and interferences on Twitter or Skype, introduced on the show by the operator-racker of the Bunker-studio. To end this part, Yuka thanks the participation of the interviewed, the Internet users, and announces the next episode, telling viewers about the continuity of the show in other types of media (internet, mobile) and asks the alternative band to perform one last song. 
Ending spot in tune with the show concept 
Internet & Mobile 
The program offers a complementary and interactive parallel version to be provided via internet and mobile phones with additional tools such as hypertext, chat rooms and via the Internet or mobile phone, so that the viewer not only to builds the "his own reading of the news”, but sends his opinion on the subject. Music downloads, excerpts of reports, statements, testimonials and a photo gallery, which in addition to the immersive videos with a simple click and drag on the mouse inside the video window, the viewer can do (pan, tilt and zoom) by navigating free on images. On the website the user can access any episode of the show on demand, as well as the player with the immersive videos of the bands. There’s also available downloads mentioned above and also an special application developed for using in smartphones that contains the same material on the site and allow immersive streaming video of the band. Moreover, we have an application developed especially for smartphones that allows you to map the location where the reports of the show are happening, using virtual reality. Thus, with the smartphone's camera, the spectator points to any place and find the exact distance from where he is to where the stories were recorded. Clicking on the icon of a specific story, the viewer can know the exact address that was recorded and watch the video report. Furthermore, with the camera on your smartphone, the viewer can become a participant of the show, recording denounce videos, which will be sent to the operator-racker, which will chose and eventually will make an insert in the show.
